Our novel study this term will be Darwin’s
Dragons by Lindsay Galvin, a tale of adventure and mystery. We will also consider
different narrative genres and practice writing stories which change genres.

We will investigate how instructions and explanations differ, considering the
features of both and writing our own specific, precise instructions. Some of our
text choices will link to other topics, e.g. the work of Charles Darwin in Science.
Year 5 will also write recounts of their Cuffley trip and present an assembly to
share their work. After half term, we will be marking Parliament Week by writing
manifestos and writing letters to our local MP.
